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Striving and Achieving
Dibakar Chakrabarti*

 One is to strive for achieving something. This is done for a considerable time. Striving is the
means, achievement is the end. Striving involves sweat, tenacity, firmness etc, but the end remains
uncertain. Striving is painstaking while the achievement is expected to bring fulfillment. Achieving
brings a culmination to the pursuit and a full stop to the uncertainty faced at every step. I would,
however, hold that striving is more appealing than achieving.

 I meet an old friend in his seventies. He informs that ten books written by him have been
published. He still continues to write.Writing has been a passion for him that defies ageing. I ask
myself if ever he would stop writing and publishing books.

Writing has been a passion for me also.I am not quite serious about publishing. Writing is a
pastime for me. Sometimes it assumes the proportion of obsession. I seek some sheets of paper from
the man at the desk of Kedarnath Guest House after a grueling trekking from Gourikund and get
busy writing.  I am so passionate that I ignore the freezing cold.Writing is sometimes like day
dreaming.  I talk to myself. I listen to the rumbling that goes on inside me.Maybe this helps in
improving focus and analytical ability. Writing helps in improving communication. It helps in
maintaining a better emotional balance. It helps in having a better perception of the life and the
world. There is a creative element in writing though not as pronounced as in poetry. The negative
side, of course, is that some time an in-depth study of an issue for a length of time makes one unsure
and ambiguous about the conclusion. Irrespective of the outcome of the exercise of writing, the
process itself keeps one engaged and gives joy.

In case of all projects, we switch over to another one when the existing one is met with
success or failure.  A more complex one throwing greater challenge is often chosen. One might take
a pause and retire also. Projects may be taken up by the individual or entrusted upon him by the
organization where he works. There are times when one handles more than one projects in parallel at
different stages of progress. Our constitution is designed in such a way that we remain busy doing
something all the time. We may or may not be aware of the outcome. Doing something gives plea-
sure. It supports the body function. It is almost impossible to remain without any engagement.

My brother performs Basanti Puja at our home. The whole family is involved in it. He takes up
detailed planning, assigns work, mobilizes resources and rigorously pursues the check list of activi-
ties. His family and the people of the locality get involved. The days of Puja arrive. Puja is per-
formed. The days of joy just fly. The idol is immersed and all return to an empty pendal. It is the
case of a very successful conclusion of hard work and involvement of several months leading to a
state of vacuum.

When our father was hospitalized, all of us pursued his treatment very sincerely and seri-
ously. We visited the hospital everyday, met him and enquired about the progress of his treatment.
We took care of his medicine, diet etc. and closely coordinated with the doctors and nurses. We were
enveloped by the thought of his well being even when we were in our work places.  In a sense, the
hospital cabin, where he lay, turned into a temple for us. All converged to this place from different
corners. We tried our best to make him as much comfortable as possible. We took every care that the
best available treatment was given. In retrospect, we feel that there was much greater satisfaction in
pursuing his treatment and serving him than the end result of a very successful and collaborative
effort that pushed us to a void.

The above background is given before the main issue of spiritual enterprise is taken up.
There is a fundamental difference here. In all other projects, we usually attain success or failure and
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take up another project. In case of God realization, however, one is not left to strive for any thing
else. When one realizes God one knows every thing to be learned and attains every thing to be
attained. One becomes one with god that is all pervading. So, there is nothing beyond to look for. It
is a stage that can not be described. It provides the experience exclusively to the one who has
reached such a stage. It may be compared with the experience of death. Experience pre-supposes
existence of awareness. If the senses are blanketed at the time of death somewhat like what happens
in a coma, how can there be experience of what happens through it and thereafter? Besides, some-
one who dies does not come back to explain how he felt during the journey.

In case of God realization, it is the ultimate stage. There is no question of doing something
next. An end would come to all striving. Let us take the case of seekers who follow the path of devo-
tion. This is the path advocated for the majority of humanity. One pursues Ramcharitmanas, Srimad
Bhagavat etc. and adopts approaches suiting the individual make-up and temperament. One follows a
rigorous routine of spiritual practice. One remains expectant about God’s blessing and carries on with
different phases of struggle. Sometimes a silver lining is seen. Then again perhaps there is despair.
Sometimes tears roll down the eyes. Sometimes the aspirant curses him for poor progress. As one
struggles through hope and despair, one definitely derives some joy. One periodically looks back and
takes stock of the journey already made. Definitely, such journey itself has its own charm irrespective
of what happens at the end. Let us imagine the position when the climax is reached. In such a state
there is no question of the aspirant making any communication because there is none other than him.
At this stage further continuing with the physical body is also at difficult. Is this a more colourful and
promising fate than the striving that kept him going through joy and sorrow all these days?

Last year we went to Hawaii for Christmas vacation, and believe me, it was gorgeous! We left
Buffalo at five o’clock in the evening on Saturday and arrived in Hawaii at eight o’clock in the
morning on Sunday. The temperature over there was 80 degrees; it was drizzling and windy. I was
surprised that they would let you rent a car; I was still new to America, and in Bangladesh they
would not let you do that. We stayed in Hawaii for ten days, five days in Maui and five days in
Kauai. First thing we got to do in the morning was to admire and enjoy the luxurious room and the
view of the ocean; the water was so close to us that it felt that we were in a ship, and I don’t think
that you can ever see dolphins jumping up and doing flips anywhere in the world from your living
room except for the place that we stayed in. It was a life time experience. The rest of the day was
spent in the beach and pool.

The next day we spent in the beach, and went to the best restaurant I have ever been to for seafood -
“Mama’s Fish House”. It was next to the ocean, so the fish were extremely fresh. They caught the
fish fresh everyday in the morning and served it at night. The next day I had another once-in-a-life-
time experience; we went to see the Haleakala crater the next day. It was 1023 feet crater. The
scenery was wonderful and as we were going up the volcano I sometimes felt a little scary. Once we
reached the height of 7,000 feet we started entering the ring of clouds, which were usually there.
When we were going up we could actually touch the clouds. When it touched my hand, my hands
got wet and it felt like I am touching snow without any gloves. As we slowly went higher and higher
the clouds slowly went below us. When we reached the height of 10,000 feet we could actually see
the clouds condensing from water vapor. Not even Jethu saw anything like that. The next day we
went to Hana, a rain forest in Maui. It is the second wettest place on Earth. Rainfall there was an
average of 400 inches of rain per year (The wettest place on Earth is in Kauai were the rainfall is
600 inches per year). There it rained every five minutes and stop for five minutes. The weather was
absolutely unpredictable! All these days we were in the dry part of Maui where the rainfall is an
average of 10 inches of rain per year In Hana we saw waterfalls, beautiful trees and flowers and best
of all, the black sand beach. The next day we left for Kauai in a small airplane from Maui. The best
part about this travel was that dada and I got paid one dollar each time for carrying and moving the
luggage around.

The resort that we stayed in “Kiahuna Plantation” was beautiful; there were beautiful gardens and
humongous turfs for playing and picnics. That was very new to me, because you do not see that in
Bangladesh. The beach was also perfect for boogey-boarding. Two days there we spent in the turf
and on the beach, boogey-boarding. On the third day we went to a sunset cruise operated by a local
Hawaiian company. The boat was a small open boat. When we went the waves were “normal”,
according to Hawaiian people. But in terms of normal people like us, the waves were huge! They
were so huge that the boat was constantly jumping about seven feet high! There were some waves
that were too big to go over, so they had to slow down the boat, and also there were some waves that
actually went over the boat! Jethu, Shayan and I partially enjoyed it, but Baro-Ma was terrified! She
was on the verge of tears, and she could barely walk when we got down from the boat. That night we
changed our hotel to stay in a very big and modern hotel. Our new hotel had huge and beautiful
swimming pool; the pool had artificial waterfalls, islands and artificial trees all around it. It felt as if
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you were swimming in a river in the jungle. The next day was spent in the pool. The fifth day was
the day of departure, but in the morning we took a helicopter ride. It was a little scary but fantastic.
It was an one hour ride. When we went over mountains and waterfalls that I could have sworn was
the place where Jurassic Park was shot. We saw many waterfalls including the Jurassic falls. Then at
seven thirty in the evening we left Hawaii. I felt a little sad while coming back to Buffalo, but I was
also very happy to know I was going to see my friends again. There is one lesson I learned while I
was in Hawaii, that might come in handy - never trust a Hawaiian with sea weather!
